MANDATORY SEXuAL HARASSMENT
PREVENTION TRAINING

Public Act 101-0221 (commonly referred to as the Workplace Transparency Act), requires Illinois employers to
provide sexual harassment prevention training to their employees on an annual basis, regardless of the size of the
company.

Under this law, Illinois employers have until December 31st each year to train employees on sexual harassment
prevention. The Act provides minimum standards that must be included in the training. To assist your business
in complying with this new law, the Illinois Department of Human Rights has posted the following information
on its website:

. A FAQ for Sexual Harassment Prevention Training
. Minimum Sexual Harassment Prevention Training Standards for All Employers

Employers must either develop their own sexual harassment prevention training program that equals or exceeds
the minimum standards for sexual harassment prevention training outlined in Section 2-109(B) of the Illinois
Human Rights Act, or they may use the model training provided by the IDHR. The model training program can
be downloaded by visiting https://www?2.illinois.gov/dhr/Training/Pages/State-of-1llinois-Sexual-Harassment-

U.S. BENEFIcCIAL OWNERSHIP
INFORMATION REGISTRY

The U.S. Department of the Treasury’s Financial Crimes Enforcement Network (FinCEN) is accepting
beneficial ownership information reports. The bipartisan Corporate Transparency Act, enacted in 2021 to
curb illicit finance, requires many companies doing business in the United States to report information
about the individuals who ultimately own or control them.

Filing is simple, secure, and free of charge. Companies that are required to comply (“reporting companies”)
must file their initial reports by the following deadlines:

Existing companies: Reporting companies created or registered to do business in the US before
January 1, 2024 must file by January 1, 2025.

Newly created or registered companies: Reporting companies created or registered to do business
in the US in 2024 have 90 calendar days to file after receiving notice that their company’s creation or
registration is effective.

Beneficial ownership information reporting is not an annual requirement. A report only needs to be
submitted once, unless the filer needs to update or correct information. Generally, reporting companies
must provide four pieces of information about each beneficial owner:

name;
date of birth;

e address; and

the identifying number and issuer from either a non-expired U.S. driver’s license, a non-expired U.S.
passport, or a non-expired identification document issued by a State (including a U.S. territory or
possession), local government, or Indian tribe. If none of those documents exist, a non-expired foreign
passport can be used. An image of the document must also be submitted.

The company must also submit certain information about itself, such as its name(s) and address. In
addition, reporting companies created on or after January 1, 2024, are required to submit information
about the individuals who formed the company (“company applicants”).

FinCEN is committed to providing America’s small businesses with the resources and information they
need to make filing as quick and easy as possible. FinCEN’s Small Entity Compliance Guide walks small
businesses through the requirements in plain language. Filers can also view informational videos and
webinars, find answers to frequently asked questions, connect to the contact center, and learn more about
how to report at www.fincen.gov/boi.

Celebrating employees’ birthdays can be a positive
way for employers to build team rapport and show
employees that employers value them. That said,

employers should be aware of potential issues.

When implementing a birthday recognition program,
employers should be mindful of respecting employees
‘privacy and preferences as well as avoiding
discrimination concerns. One way to respectfully
celebrate is to highlight employees born in the same
month (which protects their actual birth date and age).
Employers could also allow employees to voluntarily

opt into the birthday recognition celebrations or
have a way to easily opt out (such as a person they
can contact if they would prefer not to have their
birthday shared).

Furthermore, employers should be aware that some
employees may have allergies, making them unable
to eat cake or certain other foods. Employers should
give employees the choice of whether they wish
to have cake or a different food.

It is always important to ensure that any workplace
practice complies with broader principles of privacy
and non-discrimination, even at a seemingly simple
level, like birthday celebrations. Employers should
work with local counsel for assistance with creating
policies and practices that help boost employee
morale while complying with all applicable laws.
